SOLEMNITY OF CHRIST THE KING

In a solemn way today, we celebrate the feast of

Christ the King. We celebrate the divine
kingship of Christ Jesus, eternal king whose
kingdom and dominion extends to cover every
nation and every body. This is clearly expressed
in the readings.

The book of Daniel (Dan 7:13-14) tells us that
the pre-existent son of God was enthroned
gloriously to rule over every nation. With his
enthronement, the oppression and suffering of
the people of God by earthly kings such as
Antiochus would come to and end. The author
of the book of Revelation(Rev. 1:5-8) says that
Jesus Christ, the king of kings the pkwexistent
son of God, entered into history, worked for
salvation of men an women, was put to death,
and rose again as the triumphant king. The
gospel (John 18:33b-37) differentiates the
kingdom of Jesus from the earthly kingdom.
The kingdom of Jesus is the kingdom where God
rules over our hearts. The way of doing things.
the way of thinking and the structures are
completely different from that of earthly
kingdom. “My kingdom does not belong to this
world. If my kingdom did belong to this world,
my attendants would be fighting ko keep me
from being handed over to the Jews. 36v™

The kingdom of Jesus has seven (7)
characteristics. It is the kingdom of truth, of life,
of holiness. oi‘qacc. of justice, of love and of
peace. In fact. it is a perfect kingdom. Those
who belong to this kingdom by the virtue of their
baptism must have these marks of identity. May
God bless us to be true subjects of this kingdom.
